The tengtit of fitering time depenzs on: pool size, padl
uge, amount of airborre dust anc deors. 2and cnemical

treatment. High wind locations will cause a pool to get
dirty faster, requiring longer filtering time.  Faiture to give
your pool proper chemical treatment will also require
additional filtering time. Your pocl dealer can help you:
determine proper fitering timas, general maintenance
and chemical reatment for your pool.

NOTE: Always keep the water level in your poal
between the water ievel markers on the skimmar
taceplate.

BACKWASH POSITION
Backwashing reverses the flow of water, cleaning dirt
and debrs from the filter. How often you backwash the
fiter wili vary with pool size, pooi use, amount ol air-
borme dirt and debris. and the chemica’ treatment you
give tne water. Backwashing should be done when tne
Saquel I™ Plus pressure gauge reacs 5 to 7 pounds
higher than initial start-up pressure. Example: if the
pressure guage reads 10 pounds at the start o* a clear
filler. you should backwash when the gauge reads from
15 to 17 pounds,

FILTER TO WASTE POSITION
Flace the varve nandie in the “Fiiter {o Waste" position
after backwashing your Sequel '™+ Pius Filter. This wil.
prevent an obiectionable "cloudy puff* of D.E. frorm

INITIAL START-UP AND OPERATION

CF FILTER

The water jeve!l in your pool must be between the
water level markers on the skimmer faceptate. The
pump must be able to draw water from the poot to
operzle safely. Never run the pump with the poor wate~
level s¢ low that no water passes to the pump. The
pump seal may overheat and permanent damage 1o the
pump may oceur.

WASTE LINE HOOK-UP
The wasle l.ne is used when cleaning (backwashing)
and adding D.E. o the filter and requires a 1 1/2" dia.
hose cannected to the waste port. You may also use &
colapsible-type hose obiained from your dealer de-
signed for this purnese. Be sure pump ic off. Remove
the waste cap and gasket prior to installing hose or
the filter. Make sure the other end of the hese is
lozated in an area that will accep: approximately 100
qallons of water.

ADDING D.E.
Be sure your Sequai ¥ Pius valve tandie is in the
FILTER TO WASTE positicn. Remcve waslte cap anc
gaskei. Youwr fitter reguires 1 1/2 pounds of "diatoma-
ceous eartn' (D.E.). This powder coats tne grids ins.c:
the filter. The coated gnads provide the filtenng acticn.



D.E. can be purchased at your local pool store. Remove
the skimmer lid. Start your Pool Power Pak. You can
use a clean. one-pound cofies can to measure the D E.
NOTE: A one pouna coffee can helds 1/2 pourd of D.E.
Your tilter requires three coffea cans full. Slowly pour
D.E. into the skimmer. During :his process super fing
particies of the D E. migrate through the "V" gnos and 1o
waste rather than entering the poci In &1 objectionabie
cioudy puff through the return iniet. Aher 30 seconds,
turn pump off anc rotate valve hancle 1o the FILTER
pasition. Replace slammer lid ir normal positon when
completed. Note the clean filter starting pressure on
the pressure gauge. NEVER OPERATE FILTER
WITHOUT B.E.!

A riewly filied pool usually requires continuous filtering
for about 24 hours. The tme varies depending on water
corditions and amount of water being filtered. Dunng
initial stant-up, the Sequel ™ Plus may require frequent
cleaning {packwashing) as it fiters the water. {See
"BACKWASHING " After a few gays of operafion. and
oertodically thersatler, recheck all fittings. ciamps and
screws for tightness. Retighien as necessary.

VACUUMING YOUR POOL
Prior to vaccuming, clean oul srairer assembly basket
on your Power Pak and backwash your Sequel I'Y Plus
Filier thoroughly. Follow skimmer manufacturers
instructions for vacuuming pooi. [t may be necessary ta
backwash your filter frequently dunng the vacuuming
ooeration. For excessive amounts of dinl on the pool
floar, we recommend that you vacuur directy 1o waste,
This is accompiisned by installing your waste line {(See
wasie line hook-up} and placing the filler valve handie in
the PUMF TO WASTE posittan. Then proceed vacuum-
ing as usual. When you've completed vacuuming,
backwash your Sequel i Pius thorsughty and clean the
straingr baske! again.
